
 

The butterfly survey is done to give us an idea of what species occur at Oak Hammock 
Marsh. By monitoring butterfly numbers and distribution we gain insight into the state of 
butterfly habitat . In Manitoba we have 111 species of butterflies and 33 species of skippers. 
At Oak Hammock we have identified 23 species. 
 
The survey is done Mondays at 3 pm, when butterflies are active from mid-May to mid-
